Discussion on PSE conversion grievances.  19 PSE’s converted to career and the NDC.  Use EL 312 to grieve residual vacancies.  Talked about PSE’s being hired and working the window in offices with less than 3 clerks.  We need to argue that the Post Offices already made the decision to hire they just hired in the wrong category and they should be converted to career. 

Discussion on National APWU election.  Dean Hathaway is contesting the Maintenance NBA election.  We would like a chance to meet with new leaders to discuss concerns.
Discussion on DAS Remedy.  We need to try to get information about on the offices in violation of 1.6 so we can get them paid.

Discussion on politics across the state.  There is a domino effect due to Bruce Braley running for senate.  There are many races that need attention next year.
