Brothers and Sisters:
 
The email thread below is self-explanatory.  This DOES represent a clarification, if not a departure from Q&A # 56 to which we previously agreed.   
 
It retains Q&A # 56, and preserves the general principle that PTFs may not be hired into AOs that are Level 20 and below and then utilized in Level 21 and above offices that normally do not have PTF hours.  
 
It also recognizes that there were PTFs in Level 20 and below offices who depended upon picking up work hours in Level 21 and above offices pursuant to the HUB Clerk MOU to supplement their income.  This agreement will prevent newly hired PSEs in Level 21 and above offices from getting those hours to the loaning PTF’s detriment.  
 
Please make sure this agreement gets out to the field as soon as possible, so that adversely affected PTFs may resume getting loaned hours in offices Level 21 and above.

Q&A # 56  in the previously signed Q&As states:
 
QUESTION:  Can a PTF clerk be "loaned" under the rules of the Hub Clerk MOU into a Post
Office, level 21 or above?
 
ANSWER. No. Under the 2010 CBA, part-time flexible clerks may only work in
Post Offices, level 20 and below.
 
Based upon our discussion last week, this email represents our understanding and mutual agreement that PTFs who previously were loaned into level 21 and above offices to supplement their hours pursuant to the Hub Clerk MOU, etc., are an exception to this rule.  These PTFs may continue to be utilized in these offices and PSEs should not be utilized to their detriment when they are available at the straight time rate.
 
I believe this would be beneficial to both the adversely affected PTFs and the Postmasters that have been relying on their availability.
